LENTEN TIMES OF FAST AND PENITENCE
Beginning on Ash Monday, February 12t and ending on
Saturday of the Light, March 30%, is a season of
penitence. In our Maronite Church each day of this

~season is considered to be a day of fasting and
- abstinence from meat and dairy products (with the

exception of Sundays and Holy Days). Although highly
encouraged, this fast is not obligatory in this Eparchy.
However, it is obligatory to abstain from meat on Ash
Monday and all Fridays of Lent, and to fast on Ash
Monday and Great Friday, as long as one is physically
able to do so.

Ash Monday and Great Friday are not only days of
abstinence, but also days of fast, whereby, no food or
drink (except water or medication) is to be taken from
midnight to noon, as long as one is physically able to do
s0.
